April is Records and Information Management Month


Records and Information Management Month (RIMM) is celebrated internationally for the entire month of April to promote the profession and to emphasize the impact that records and information has on global business.  It is designed to highlight the value and importance of organizing and maintaining records in any format – paper, electronic, microfilm, magnetic, and audiovisual – for the efficient and effective management of any organization.

Records and Information Management Month was first observed in 1995 as National Records and Information Management Day.  It was an effort spawned by the members of the Association of Records Managers and Administrators (ARMA) U. S. Government Relations Committee to bring attention to the cause of passing the renewal of the U. S. Paperwork Reduction Act.


As part of those first festivities, ARMA International hosted a luncheon in Washington, D. C., which was attended by members of Congress and the executive branch.  The day served a two-fold purpose of promoting records and information management, as well as advocating the passage of the Paperwork Reduction Act.


As time passed, the observance has increased from a single day to a full month, and it even now extends beyond the U. S. borders to many foreign countries.


ARMA International is a non-profit organization and the leading authority on managing records and information.  The organization was established in 1955, and now has approximately 10,000 members including records managers, archivists, corporate librarians, imaging specialists, legal professionals, IT managers, consultants and educators, all of whom work in a wide variety of industries, including government, legal, healthcare, and financial services in the United States, Canada and over 30 other countries.
