        Promoting awareness of records management issues

 and furthering educational opportunities

      in the area of records management.

The following are the annual awards sponsored by the Education and Records Management Promotion Fund of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA International. This year’s awards are funded from the proceeds of seminars in previous years. The Fund will continue to rely on the proceeds of successful seminars but may be supplemented by donations from individuals and/or corporate sponsors.  If you are considering donating to the Fund, please note: the Fund is NOT registered with the IRS and donations are NOT tax deductible. 

The awards to be given away in the chapter year (running September to June) are: 

1. One (1) registration fee for the annual conference of ARMA International, plus $250 for incidental expenses.

2. Four (4) $100 shopping sprees from the ARMA Bookstore catalog. 

3. Two (2) free one (1) year passes to the chapter meetings of the Metro Maryland Chapter of ARMA International.  

4. Two (2) on-line courses or seminars (webinars) from ARMA International or another accredited institution of  

    higher education; each registration fee not to exceed $100.

5. Two (2) annual membership fees for ARMA International.

Below are the requirements and registration form for the awards mentioned above.  Unless otherwise stated applicants need not be present to get their awards; however, their presence is encouraged and desired.

Education and Records Management Promotion Fund

Registration fee for the Annual Conference of ARMA International will be awarded to an individual who (1)  is a member in good standing of ARMA International and (2) is a member in good standing of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA for one year or more. The individual must (3) NOT have received the same award from the Metro Maryland Chapter in the past year and (4) must NOT have corporate sponsorship from his/her employing organization, regardless of whether it is vendor or regular attendee registration.  The individual (5) must demonstrate in writing that he/she has a commitment from his/her employer to have the time away from the office to attend the conference, or that he/she will take vacation for the conference dates.  Supporting documentation must also be included to address how the winner will use this education opportunity.  Transportation to and from the conference, as well as lodging at the conference, is the responsibility of the individual and may be sponsored by any willing party.

Members of the Education Committee are not eligible for this award. Members of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter Executive Board are eligible so long as they have not been involved in the award selection process.  An affidavit signed by two board members should be attached to the application form to attest that the Board member who is applying for the award did not participate in the award selection process.

The recipient of this award will be announced at the chapter's annual banquet in June.  Funds will go directly from the Metro Maryland Chapter to ARMA International in the name of the attendee and the $250 will be given to the attendee one week before the ARMA Conference.  In the event that there is more than one (1) qualified applicant the registration fee will be awarded on a lottery basis from the pool of qualified applicants.  In the event that the winner obtains corporate sponsorship after winning the drawing, or is unable to attend, a second drawing may be held for the runner up.

If you are interested and feel that you qualify, please fill out the application form. A completed application, including any supporting paperwork, must be received and/or postmarked no later than the date shown on the form.

Two $100 shopping sprees from the ARMA Bookstore catalog will be awarded during the afternoon break at the April seminar sponsored by the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA International. Individuals may qualify by dropping off their business card at registration. Individuals that do not have a business card will be provided a card to fill out. Individuals MUST be present to win.  Members of the Metro Maryland Chapter Executive Board and the Education Committee are not eligible for this award.

Two $100 shopping sprees from the ARMA Bookstore catalog will be awarded at the June banquet of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA. Individuals may qualify by dropping off their business card at any time before the announcement of the awards.  Individuals that do not have a business card will be provided a card to fill out. Individuals MUST be present to win.

Two free one-year passes to the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter meetings will be awarded at the June banquet of the Metro Maryland Chapter of ARMA International.  One will be awarded to a chapter member; the other to a student or non-Metro Maryland Chapter member. The chapter year runs from September to June and typically includes nine (9) meetings (there is no meeting in April when there is a seminar). The cost per meeting is generally $30 for members and $35 for nonmembers. In the event that there is more than one (1) qualified applicant the free passes will be awarded at the June banquet on a lottery basis from the pool of qualified applicants. This is not a cash award; funding will be handled by the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter Executive Board. 

Chapter Member: In order to qualify for the one year free pass to Metropolitan Maryland Chapter meetings you must be (1) a member in good standing of ARMA International and (2) a member in good standing of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA.  The individual must (3) NOT have received the same monetary awards from the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter in the past year and (4) must NOT have corporate sponsorship from his/her employing organization.

Members of Education Committee are not eligible for this award. Members of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter Executive Board are eligible so long as they have not been involved in the award selection process.  An affidavit signed by two board members should be attached to the application form to attest that the Board member who is applying for the award did not participate in the award selection process.

If you are interested and feel that you qualify, please fill out the application form. A completed application must be received and/or postmarked no later than the first Monday of June. Individuals do not have to be present to win.  Members of the  Education Committee are not eligible for the drawing.

Nonmember: To qualify for the one year free pass to the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter meetings you must be (1) a student with a major or minor in the field of records management or information science, and/or employed in the field of records management or information science. In addition you must be willing and able to attend the monthly meetings held in the evenings at local restaurants in the Gaithersburg /Rockville/Silver Spring areas.  If there are no qualified nonmember applicants, this award will be given to a qualified chapter member.

If you are interested and feel that you qualify, please fill out the application form. A completed application must be received and/or postmarked no later than the first Monday of June.   Individuals do not have to be present to win.

Two (2) on-line courses or seminars (webinars) from ARMA International or another accredited institution of higher education will be awarded at the June banquet of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA International. The Metropolitan Maryland Chapter will fund up to $100 of the registration fee; fees above $100 are the sole responsibility of the registrant. Each on-line course or seminar will be awarded to an individual who (1)  is a member in good standing of ARMA International and (2) is a member in good standing of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter of ARMA. The individual must (3) not have received any monetary awards from the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter in the past year. In the event that there are more than two (2) qualified applicants, the registration fees will be awarded at the June banquet on a lottery basis from the pool of qualified applicants.  This is not a cash award; the registration fee will be sent directly from the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter to the institution presenting the course or seminar. 

Members of Education Committee are not eligible for this award. Members of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter Executive Board are eligible so long as they have not been involved in the award selection process.  An affidavit signed by two board members should be attached to the application form to attest that the Board member who is applying for the award did not participate in the award selection process.

If you are interested and feel that you qualify, please fill out the application form. A completed application must be received and/or postmarked no later than first Monday of June. Individuals do not have to be present to win.  

**********

Two (2) annual membership fees for ARMA international will be awarded, at least one of which will go to an ARMA Gaithersburg, MD member. However, both memberships can be awarded to non-ARMA Metropolitan Maryland members if no qualified chapter members apply. One membership will be awarded at the December chapter meeting and the second membership will be awarded at the annual chapter banquet in June. Applications for the December award must be receive by the first Monday in December and applications for the June award must be received by the first Monday in June. 

For non-ARMA members membership will begin in the month the award is received. ARMA members will have their membership renewed from their join date so as to receive one full year of membership. 

Individuals must NOT have received the same award from the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter in the past year and must NOT have corporate sponsorship from his/her employing organization. Members of Education Committee are not eligible for this award. Members of the Metropolitan Maryland Chapter Executive Board are eligible so long as they have not been involved in the award selection process.  An affidavit signed by two board members should be attached to the application form to attest that the Board member who is applying for the award did not participate in the award selection process. 

In the event that there is more than one qualified applicant, the membership will be awarded from the pool of qualified applicants. Qualified applicants not chosen in December will automatically become part of the pool of applicants for the membership awarded in June.
