About our Speaker:

Jason R. Baron has served since the year 2000 as Director of
Litigation for the National Archives and Records Administration,
and is an internationally recognized speaker and author on the




preservation of electronic records. Between 1988 and 1999, Mr. Baron served as trial
attorney and senior counsel at the Department of Justice, defending the government’s
interests in complex federal court litigation, including in cases involving the preservation
of White House email. As NARA'’s representative to The Sedona Conference®, Mr.
Baron was recently appointed as Co-Chair of the Working Group on Electronic Records
Retention and Production, and has been a member of the Working Group’s steering
committee since 2007. Mr. Baron also has served as Editor-in-Chief of The Sedona
Conference Best Practices Commentary on the Use of Search and Information Retrieval
Methods in E-Discovery (2007), and Co-Editor-in-Chief of The Sedona Conference
Commentary on Achieving Quality in the E-Discovery Process (2009). Mr. Baron has
been a Visiting Scholar at the University of British Columbia, and is currently an Adjunct
Professor at the University of Maryland’s Graduate College of Information Studies. He
also presently serves on the Georgetown University Law Center Advanced E-Discovery
Institute Advisory Board. Among his many honors for public service, Mr. Baron was
named a recipient of the 2008 Fed 100 Award, sponsored by Federal Computer Week,
for his e-discovery related advocacy.

Parking:

The Library of Virginia offers limited free parking to patrons using the building during
operating hours. If parking is not available, a map to other area parking decks is shown on
the next page. The parking garage entrances at the Library of Virginia are located on 8th
and 9th Streets and have a height restriction of 7 feet. Both 8th and 9th Streets are one



way streets. Elevators will take patrons from the parking garage to the lobby of the
library. Parking validations are given in the lobby when leaving the library.

Please Note The entrance to the parking deck is 7 feet high. As a result, not all vehicles can use the parking
deck.

Directions:

Please be aware that because of numerous street repairs and construction projects you
may experience detours and street closures in the downtown Richmond area. Directions
from Interstates 95 and 64 are provided on the following page.



From Interstate 95 (from the North or from the Sout  h)

Take Exit 74C. A highway sign will say Library of Virginia. Proceed west on Broad Street
until you reach 9th Street. Turn right and immediately get into the far left lane. Proceed
down the block and prepare to turn left into the parking deck.

From Interstate 64 West (e.g. coming from Williamsb  urg)

Take the exit for Fifth Street and the Coliseum. Turn left on Marshall Street a few blocks
(past the Coliseum on your left) after you exit Interstate 64. Stay in the middle lane and
proceed to Eighth Street, and turn right from that lane. The parking lot entrance will be
immediately on your left.

From Interstate 64 East (e.g. coming from Charlotte  sville)
Take Interstate 95 South to Exit 74C. See instructions above for 1-95.
