Management 
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Report Examines Federal Government 

Plans for Cloud Computing 

According to predictions cited in a new report, federal spending on cloud 

computing will triple from $277 million in 2008 to $792 million by 2013. Moving 

to the Cloud: An Introduction to Cloud Computing in Government  by 

Southeastern Louisiana University professor David Wyld is a scholarly look at 

the benefits and challenges that cloud computing poses to U.S. government 

agencies, but much of its content applies to any organization exploring the 

cloud computing concept. The report is a useful resource to reco rds managers 

and others involved in managing electronic information.  

The report introduces cloud computing using the National Institute of Standards 

and Technology's (NIST) definition which states, "Cloud computing is a model 

for enabling convenient, on -demand network access to a shared  pool of 

configurable computing resources (e.g., networks, servers, storage, 

applications, and services) that can be rapidly provisioned and released with 

minimal management effort or service provider interaction." Cutting t hrough 

the hype, NIST also identifies the essential elements of cloud computing, the 

various types of clouds, and how they can be deployed.  

Looking at the current state of cloud computing in government, the report 

notes that the government's primary e-government portals ð USA.gov and its 

Spanish equivalent site GobiernaoUSA.gov ð are cloud hosted, as is NASA's self-

service web offering NEBULA. The Defense Information Systems Agency uses an 

internal cloud computing service to provide on -demand operatin g environments 

for processing and storage tasks.  The National Archives and Records 

Administration (NARA) is looking at cloud storage to cope with the e -mails, 

videos, blogs, and tweets expected in the future. According to the report, 

NARA received 200 million e -mails from the outgoing Bush administration and 

anticipates the Obama administration could generate more than 1 billion such 

items.

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So, it is no surprise that content, information, and records management are 

among the cloud computing pilot possibili ties identified in the federal 

government's 2010 IT budget.  Others include end-user communications and 

computing; secure virtualized data centers; portals, collaboration, and 

messaging; workflow and case management; data analytics; and enterprise 

software -as-a-service.  

Wyld acknowledges the risks associated with cloud computing noting, "IT 

executives must decide if the cost savings and flexibility/scalability to be 

gained through shifting data and functions to the cloud are worth the trade -off 

in terms of  control and security."   Among the challenges government must face 

are needs regarding scalability; high reliability; security;  open standards and 

interoperability; procurement practice revision; potential legal issues; cloud 

market regulation; redefining IT workforce roles; return on investment; and the 

need for cloud coordination .
